When not ripping a new the Co-op Bank a new arsehole, took the time to tell us about;-

How the UK has the smallest homes in western europe -4 square metres short of the recommended 50 square metres.

The Post Office is gearing up an assault on high street banks via a new Current Account from all of its branches.

Not so shiny for apple, as profits fall for first time in a decade - they only sold 37.4 million iPhones and 19.5 million iPads in the first 3 months of the year.  A paltry net profit of $9.5bn (£6.2bn) this quarter from $11.6bn in the first quarter of last year. Boo frickin Hoo!
